 “Kokoro o Musubu-Joining Hearts and Cultures”
(Honolulu, Hawaii) The Japanese Women’s Society Foundation will celebrate its 55th Anniversary and Fashion Show “Kokoro o Musubu-Joining Hearts and Cultures, on Sunday, August 2, 2009 at the Sheraton Waikiki Hotel, Hawaii Ballroom.

This year’s fashion show will feature the Hakubi Kyoto Kimono School of Japan.  The show coincides with the school’s 40th pilgrimage to Punchbowl, an annual tradition arranged by former Governor John A. Burns in 1959.

Habuki literally means “the best,” and the school will present a spectacular kimono exhibition down the runway. Hakubi-Mai, is a beautiful original Hakubi presentation of how to wear a kimono in a graceful movement.  Every movement of the body and hand flows with the rhythm of the accompanying music to create a graceful and unique masterpiece.

Furisode with Hana Obi Musubi, is an elaborate, full dress kimono with floor length sleeves and is only used by unmarried young women for formal events.  In this segment, the Hakubi ladies will demonstrate various ways to tie an obi.

Juni-hitoe was a representative costume of the Heian Era.  Even today, the juni-hitoe is the customary formal attire for the royal family and worn at the Emperor’s Coronation and at the royal weddings.

The art of Chigiri-e  (torn colored paper art that resembles water colors) and Kumihimo  (Japanese Braiding) will on display.

Mr. Takayoshi Mizushima, President of the school, will be present at the fashion show.  Mr. Mizushima originally founded the school to teach Japanese women the artistic and cultural traditions of Japan in order to cultivate a sense of the arts and to develop personal potential. The esteemed school has promoted cultural interchanges worldwide and goodwill as private diplomats through what they call a “New Silk Road” for global peace.
